Tips for selecting your solar filter
* Locate your refractor, binocular or Vario-Finder on the chart below. The O.D.  of the instrument is shown.

* Look across the chart to find the filters that correspond to the dimensions of the lens cell and dew shield.

* Binoculars: Order two filters. They are sold separately.

* If you are mounting a Stowaway on top of another scope, you may wish to consider the ASBF-100 filter. The flat edge on the OD may help to clear the tube of the scope below.

  Baader filters: the aperture (mm) of the filter material is represented in the part number itself. For instance, ASTF-80 has an 80mm AstroSolar film aperture.
  Kendrick filter: The aperture (mm) of the filter material is stated next to the part number in the chart.

* Can the filter be used on multiple scopes that you own?

* Finderscopes: Consider the outer diameter of the filter cell to be sure that you will not interfere with your optical tube. That's why we recommend the ASBF filters.
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
